The nurse educates the patient and  
family.  They also supervise  
Certified Nursing Assistants, which are  
offered to perform basic nursing tasks.

A social worker provides psychosocial  
services to the individual and counsels about 
depression, loss, grief, and any other sources 
of inner conflict that the patient may have.

A licensed therapist assesses, establishes and 
implements a plan for patient therapy with 
an understanding of the needs, goals and 
outcomes shared by the patient and family.

Services (HHSS) provides non-medical 

health services. 

 

Certified Nursing Assistants (CNAs) and 

Personal Care Workers (PCWs ) 

are supervised and instructed by a  

registered nurse after 60 hours of  

classroom instruction and/or 2 years of 

employment.  They are trained to help  

patients achieve self reliance, prepare 

meals nutritiously, understand the aging 

process and emotional strain of illness, 

and to report changes in the patient’s 

condition.
